*DRAFT* ideas for promotional kits and information


Kits: BCcampus have 2-4 ready kits that institutions can order (4 weeks ahead – perhaps we could look into using the post-sec delivery channels via BCIT) from BC Campus that contain: 
· One (or a few) sample print open BCcampus textbook(s) with a book holder(s)
· Posters – handout copies
· Faculty checklist – handout copies
· Brochure on BCcampus (open textbooks, current projects, how to learn more and/or get involved)
· A cloth to put over a table
· Does BCcampus have little give-aways like magnets, mood pencils etc.? If so, some of these could be included.
· A large-size poster would be helpful if it could be sent in a compact manner


Do it yourself suggestions for what to have at an information table, or bring to meetings and events, or use in a display: 
· above kit list  (links to poster, faculty checklist and BCcampus brochure) 
· laptops/devices to show the textbooks in digital form (useful to know how to load textbooks on various devices)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]a few print open textbooks on relevant subjects (useful to know how to order textbooks)
· add some photos of information tables (that we should take when we set up for events etc.)
